Prepared by Anne-Marie Steele for the
September Prime Timers lunch.

De-boned Chicken

6 chicken breasts (de-boned)

1 can cream of chicken soup

1-3 oz. pkg. or glassjar of dried beef
6 dlices of bacon

1/2 cup sour cream

Layer dried beef on bottom of casserole dish.
Wrap chicken in bacon and put on top of beef.
Bake at 350&éfor about 45 min.-1 hr.

Combine soup and sour cream and pour on top
of chicken and continue to bake for another
hour.

Beer Bread

3 cups sAlf rising flour (it hasto be self-rising)
1/4 cup sugar

1 can of beer

Stir all ingredients together and bake in a
greased breadpan at 350&éfor about 1 hr.
